    Subject:    Immigration policy review  



The purpose of this memorandum is to address the implementation of the City of Escalon's intent to comply with Federal Law in regards to Immigration Violations.  The Escalon City Council passed resolution Number #32-18 on May 21, 2018 by a 5-0 vote.  This resolution specifically identifies conflicts with California Assembly Bill 450, California Assembly Bill I 03, and California Senate Bill 54 with Federal Law (8 USC 1373).

The department’s policy on Immigration violations is covered in section 428 of our policy manual. It has always been the policy of this department to assist any law enforcement agency in the protection of our community and surrounding area; this policy will not change. We will respond in an appropriate manner to requests made by Federal Agencies for assistance, which may involve sharing information on criminals within or that have ties to our community.

In an effort to clarify what this action by council involves for the agency the following will be the procedures we will follow to fulfill the direction from council. 
A.
Escalon Police Officers will not inquire into a person's immigration status, as members of this department-sworn staff are not Immigration Officers and have no Federal Authority.

B.
Escalon Police Officers may detain a person on an immigration detainer or "hold" if they become aware of such detainer or hold during the course of a criminal investigation. This type of notification would normally come through C.L.E.T.S. or a Live Scan response. Upon receiving a notification, department staff should contact the agency that has placed the hold to determine appropriate action.

C.
Escalon Police Officers may share "personal information" with Immigration and Customs Enforcement and Customs and Border Protection for the purposes of apprehending dangerous criminals.
D.
Escalon Police Officers may assist Immigration and Customs Enforcement and Customs and Border Protection in operations within our City upon supervisor approval.  Escalon Police Officers shall not engage in activities that are outside their Police Officer Authority and Powers.

E.
Escalon Police Officers may use any on-scene law enforcement officer that are capable to assist as interpreters.  The need to have a fair and comprehensive representation of a person's statement outweighs the possibility of not being able to communicate or understand one’s speech.

F.
If a specific request for office space is made to this department by Immigration and Customs Enforcement or Customs and Border Protection, that request will be reviewed by the Department's Administration prior to any approval.

Personnel are encouraged to inquire of a supervisor in the event that questions arise regarding any Department Policy. Policies may also be subject to change or interpretation based upon circumstances or changes in the law. Return this form to the Chief of Police on or before July 25, 2018.
